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Formandsberetning DUDS 2006

Det forgangne ar bagd pé stor aktivitet i DUDS regi af bdde national og international karakter. Der blev
sdledes afholdt 11 ultralyd kurser plus en stgrre international ultralyd kongres i vores selskabs navn i

Igbet af dret 2006. Ikke darligt for et forholdsvist lille land som Danmark. Men vi har jo pd den anden

siden ogsd en tradition for at veere store i ultralyd sammenhang, om end vi er sm& pd anden vis.

Det er sdledes med stor glaede vi endnu engang kan konstatere at der er en fortsat stigende interesse
i Danmark for ultralyd diagnostik. Vi ser sdvel stor sggning til og efterspgrgsel pé diverse ultralyd
kurser som stor interesse fra "eksperternes” side i at dele ud af deres viden. Bestyrelsen veaerdsaetter
denne aktivitet og gnsker i den naermeste fremtid at udbygge kursus tilbuddet sdledes at det imgdegér
den stigende efterspgrgsel fra bade forskellige laegelige specialer og forskellige sundhedsfaglige
grupperinger.

I denne sammenhang star DUDS' kursusudvalg i en nggleposition og bestyrelsen har i erkendelse
heraf udformet et kommissorium for udvalget med den hensigt at stimulere til en optimering af kur-
susudbuddet. Kommissoriet lyder:

"Der skal udbydes kurser i DUDS-regi, som deekker det til enhver tid gaeldende behov for
uddannelse og efteruddannelse af relevante fagpersoner i henhold til EFSUMB's retningslinier.

Der skal etableres kontakt til relevante videnskabelige selskaber med henblik pd samarbejde
herom.

Kursusudvalget supplerer sig selv ad hoc. Dog har Dansk Radiologisk Selskab's bestyrelse og
DUDS' bestyrelse altid mindst én repraesentant i udvalget"

Sidstnaevnte er p.t. henholdsvis Michael Bachmann Nielsen og undertegnede. Kommissoriet kan tillige
ses pa DUDS' hjemmeside. Kursusudvalgets hidtidige formand Michael Bachmann Nielsen har gnsket
at traekke sig fra formandsposten pé grund af andre arbejdsopgaver, men forbliver medlem af ud-
valget i egenskab af repraesentant for DRS. Bestyrelsen takker Michael for hans indsats og byder sam-
tidig velkommen til den nye mand pa posten Bjgrn Skjoldbye, overlaege kirurgisk gastroenterologisk
afdeling D, Herlev Hospital.

Siden 2002 har deltagere pa DUDS' kurser modtaget tilbud om gratis medlemskab for igangveerende
ar, hvilket de forgange 3 &r har resulteret i stigende medlemstal. Denne politik har imidlertid vist sig at
have flere utilsigtede virkninger. Dels var der en del personer, som ved modtagelsen af girokort til
fgrste gangs indbetaling af kontingent ikke mente at have tilkendegivet at de gnskede medlemskab.
Sdledes har vi i 2006 modtaget 115 udmeldelser med denne begrundelse. Dels resulterede de Igbende
indmeldelser af mange nye medlemmer i at der opstod en ubalance mellem kontingentopkraevning og
medlemsafgift til EFSUMB og Ultraschall, som igen medfgrte underskud pa driften.

Bestyrelsen har derfor besluttet at aendre procedure s deltagere pd DUDS-kurser far tilbudt gratis
medlemskab frem til naeste kontingent opkraevning, og sdledes modtager DUDS bladet i denne pe-
riode. Udsendelse af European Journal of Ultrasound/Ultraschall pdbegyndes imidlertid forst efter
kontingent indbetaling, som finder sted i maj. Det vil fremga af skriftlig information at man aktivt skal
frasige sig medlemskabet sdfremt man ikke gnsker at forsaette nér gratis perioden udlgber. Kursus-
arranggrerne forpligter sig til at informere om dette, og kursusudvalget vil fgre tilsyn med at frem-
tidige kursusarranggrer informeres om disse forpligtigelser.

Vi hdber med disse tiltag at have fjernet de negative sider ved den hidtil fgrte "gratis-medlemskabs-
politik" sdledes at vi som selskab fortsat kan nyde godt af den uomtvistelige fordel det er at veere en
interesseorganisation med MANGE medlemmer. Jo stgrre medlemstal, jo stgrre vaegt kan vi udtale os
med og jo mere indflydelse vil vi f3 pd de sundhedspolitiske tiltag som vedrgrer brugen af medicinsk
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ultralyd diagnostik.

Der har i drets Igb vaere en del aktivitet i det dansk-australske samarbejde CADUCEUS, hvilket set fra
en gkonomisk synsvinkel kun er muliggjort via genergst sponsorat fra B-K Medical, som dels har ind-
stiftet et &rligt CADUCEUS udvekslings legat pd 25.000 kr og dels har givet tilsagn om stgtte til flybil-
letten for DUDS repraesentant ved ASUM mgder. Hotel og kongresgebyr daekkes af ASUM, ligesom
DUDS dakker tilsvarende udgifter ved inviteret ASUM foredragsholder.

Vi har fra Danmark til Australien udsendt Christoffer Brushgj og Morten Boesen og en enkelt er kom-
met den anden vej, nemlig Mary Langdale. Herudover havde vi ved Punkturkongressen forngjelsen af
to foredragsholdere fra Down Under nemlig ASUM president David Rogers og ASUM editor Roger
Davies og omvendt har undertegnede repraesenteret DUDS som inviteret foredragsholder ved ASUM
2006 i Melbourne. Til august modtager vi en ny ASUM gaest, Robert Ziegenbein, som vil vaere pa en
maéneds studieophold i Danmark, og DUDS udsender til december CADUCEUS legat modtager nr 3 - vi
ved endnu ikke hvem, da fristen for legat ansggning fgrst udlgber 1. juni. Herudover er vi atter re-
preesenteret ved ASUM annual meeting, denne gang ved Torben Lorentzen, der er inviteret foredrags-
holder til mgdet i Cairns. Sluttelig kan vi allerede pd nuvaerende tidspunkt rgbe at ASUM president
Matthew Andrews vil vaere at finde p& talerlisten til DUDS eget Arsmgde naeste &r.

Det er endnu ikke afgjort hvor DUDS Arsmgde anno 2008 finder sted rent geografisk, men den tids-

maessige indplacering er afgjort, s& man opfordres til at seette et hak i kalenderen ud for dagene 16.
og 17. april. Hvis vi skal fglge op p& trenden for de seneste to drsmgder kan der vel eventuelt gd hen
og blive tale om enten Knuthenborg Safaripark eller Givskud Zoo - men nu fér vi se.

Veterinaer og Landbohgjskolen, Kgbenhavn d 20.4.2007

1. Valg af dirigent. Torben Lorentzen blev valgt. Til referent valgte GF Mette Marklund

2. Formandens beretning. Formand Christian Nolsge redegjorde for bestyrelsens forsgg pd at
udbygge kursustilbuddet, sdledes at dette imgdekommer den stigende efterspgrgsel fra bade
laegelige og ikke-laegelige sundhedsfaglige grupper. Sidste ar blev der afholdt 11 kurser og en
kongres (med mere end 200 deltagere). Da ultralydsskanning efterhdnden har spredt sig til en
reekke forskellige specialer er det vigtigt at f& klarlagt nogle rammer for, hvordan man varetager
de forskellige omréder sufficient. Kursusudvalgets hidtidige formand Michael Bachmann Nielsen
takkedes for sin indsats idet han traekker sig fra formandsposten (men han forbliver DRS's
repraesentant i udvalget). Ny formand er Bjgrn Skjoldbye. Gratis medlemskab i forbindelse med
kursusdeltagelse a&ndres, sd bladet Ultraschall fgrst modtages, ndr man har betalt kontingent
farste gang. Aktiviteter i CADUCEIUS regi blev gennemgédet. Formanden mindede om Hans Henrik
Holms Fond og CADUCEUS Fond, hvortil der er ansggningsfrist sidst i maj.

3. Foreleeggelse af revideret regnskab. Tri Huu Nguyen gennemgik regnskabet for 2006, der viste en
negativ formuebevaegelse pd kr. 124.033 (delvis pga. kurstab) og et driftsunderskud pé kr.
91.908. Dette forhold er delvist betinget af ubalance mellem registrerede medlemmer (der
modtager Ultraschall, DUDS-bladet, medlemskab af EFSUMB) og kontingentindbetalingerne, hvor
mange tilsyneladende betaler kontingent efter den gamle takst. Dette ggres der en stor indsats pa

Valg af naestkommende bestyrelsesformand i henhold til § 6 i DUDS' vedtaegter. Naestformand
Lars Bolvig blev valgt som "nastkommende formand".

Valg af bestyrelsesmedlem.

a. Ulrich Fredberg blev genvalgt.

b. Vibeke Dabelsteen afgik som ikke-laegelig repraesentant efter 2+2 3rs valgperiode og blev
takket med applaus. Karl Erik Stovgaard, radiograf, rgntgenafdelingen, Vejle Sygehus blev valgt
som ny ikke-leegelig repraesentant.

c. Tri Huu Nguyen gnskede at udtraede af bestyrelsen efter ét &r som kasserer. Torben
Lorentzen, overlaege, PhD, gastroenterologisk afd D, Herlev Hospital blev valgt som nyt
bestyrelsesmedlem og kasserer.

Valg af suppleanter til bestyrelsen i henhold til § 6. Kikke Hagen, afdelingslaege, abdominal-
kirurgisk afdeling Bispebjerg Hospital blev valgt som suppleant.

Valg af revisor og revisorsuppleant. Bade revisor og revisorsuppleant blev genvalgt, henholdsvis
Nikolaj Borg Mogensen og Birthe Hgjlund Bech

Forvaltning af DUDS formue. Den nye kasserer Torben Lorentzen redegjorde for sine overvejelser
omkring forvaltningen af selskabets formue.

Orientering fra EFSUMB. Christian Nolsge redegjorde for aktiviteter i EFSUMB. I 2010 skal Dan-
mark, efter planen, igen vaere veert for Euroson. Michael Bachmann Nielsen har gjort et stort
stykke arbejde i EFSUMB for at tiltraekke kongressen igen. Formanden takker for indsatsen.

Orientering fra WFUMB. Sgren Hancke redegjorde for aktiviteter i WFUMB (der er sammenslut-
ningen af de 6 federationer fra Europa, Asien, Nordamerika, Sydamerika, Australien og Afrika).
Der er aktuelt ca. 50.000 individuelle medlemmer. Formalet er bl.a. at fremme samarbejde, forsk-
ning og metodeudvikling samt at medvirke til dannelsen af nationale selskaber. For tiden er der i
saerdeleshed fokus pé sikkerhed og tidsskriftet "Ultrasound in Medicine and Biology" udkommer
snart med et nummer, der udelukkende omhandler dette emne.

Orientering fra Sammenslutningen af Danske Sonografer. Vibeke Dabelsteen redegjorde for akti-
viteter i Danske Sonografer. Sidste mgde var i forbindelse med efterdrsmgdet i Arhus. Der var
ikke s& mange mgdedeltagere, men arbejdet fortszetter.

Indkomne forslag. Ingen indkomne forslag.

Eventuelt. Det diskuteres hvorvidt der er behov for en pris-differentiering i forbindelse med DUDS
drsmgde, da der er flere yngre kolleger, der ikke kan f& deekket udgiften gennem afdelingerne.
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Der er varierende holdninger til, hvorvidt man skal tilmelde frie foredrag for at opnd prisreduktion.
En pris-differentiering vil ogsd gere det muligt at medbringe interesserede kolleger. Man disku-
terer hvorvidt det er ngdvendigt med udenlandske foredragsholdere, og meningerne er delte. Det
indvendes, at det friske pust fra udenlandske radiologer kan veere fagligt stimulerende.

In November 2006, the Caduceus scholarship supported me with the opportunity to
spend two weeks in Copenhagen, Denmark. With my interests in musculoskeletal
ultrasound and education, the members of DSDU kindly arranged for me to visit four
major hospitals and a private practice in different areas of the country.

Copenhagen was at the end of daylight savings and the beginnings of winter, hence
the daylight hours were short and the weather rather chilly, even experiencing snow
on the second day. Needless to say, the little sight seeing I managed was
spectacular. Copenhagen is a picturesque medieval city, and the Danish designs in
jewellery, furniture and architecture for which the country is famous, help make it
even more interesting.

y visit began at the Frederiksberg Hospital, the home of Dr Christian Nolsoe - DSDU
president and honorary member of ASUM. Christian provided me with an extensive
tour of his department and an insight into ultrasound in Denmark. I spent the
majority of my time at the Parker Institute which
is a partly privately funded research institute of
the hospital, focusing on research in common
diseases of the locomotor system. This is headed
by rheumatologists, Professor Bente Danneskiold-
Samsoe and Professor Henning Bliddal. The
department consists of about 30 staff and is also
the support for a variety of Phd students. Dr
Soren Torp-Pedersen, radiologist, and Dr Morten
Boesen, orthopaedic trainee, dressed me up in a
white coat and made me feel very welcome in the
ultrasound department. Their work includes
investigating soft tissue hyperaemia, following
patients in biological treatment for rheumatoid
arthritis, and image fusion with MRI. The

department is flush with high grade quality 4 /Sh~d
equipment, used for the diagnosis of various @Q{ e i f
complaints of rheumatologic patients and the
ongoing research. Morten is currently doing his
Phd in Achilles tendinopathy, part of which involves treatment of patients with ultrasound guided coagulation.
Morten is the next Danish recipient of Caduceus so will be joining me in January 2007 at Victoria House on his
Australian visit.

Parker Institute staff at Frederiksberg Hospital

Morten has a special interest in sports medicine, and as the team doctor for
FC Copenhagen invited me to a very important soccer match between the
top two teams of the country at Parken, Denmark's national stadium and the
home of his team, the country's premier football (soccer) team. We were
joined by last years Caduceus recipient, Christoffer Brushoff, who had spent
January 2006 with me at Victoria House, which made a nice opportunity for
us to catch up. Soccer along with badminton are the major sports in the
country.

I spent a day with Steen at Roskilde Sygehus, where he is one of only two Roskilde Sygehus

radiologists and a registrar. The hospital is the major one in Roskilde being a small town just 30 km from
Copenhagen. The corridor walls are adorned by inspiring posters he has painted, which are very popular with
his many oncology patients. The morning started early, before the working day began, as Steen had invited me
to speak to approx 30 of his staff on the education of sonographers in Australia. In Denmark, the majority of
ultrasound is performed by radiologists and registrars. The few others who do scan are self taught being a mix
of radiographers performing general scans, nurses, the gynaecology scans and midwives, the obstetric scans.
Denmark does not have a structured ultrasound course for sonographers. It was a delight for me to be able to
express my keen interest and passion for ultrasound, highlight the importance of sonographers in the workplace
and existence of accreditation and also to discuss the types of training courses that have been developed in
Australia. Lunch time I delivered another talk, this one to the radiologists of the department on dynamic
shoulder ultrasound. Steen has very busy days,
including visiting intensive care with a portable
machine and performing a huge variety of cases in the
department. His main expertise is directed at the use
of contrast with ultrasound for guidance of tissue
ablation of liver lesions and for the assessment of post
traumatic hepatic and splenic lesions.

A three hour train trip landed me in Aarhus, over on
the west of the country. At the Aarhus Sygehus, I was
welcomed by radiologist Lars Bolvig, co-president
DSDU and his colleague Niels Bang.
